1. Call to Order & Attendance

2. Review of Open Space Communities Bylaw
Discussion Points:
· The Open Space Communities Bylaw was identified as requiring significant revisions for clarity and organization.
· The current structure involves a sketch plan, followed by a site plan review, and then a subdivision process. The committee aims to ensure the steps are in the correct order.
· Some communities, such as Amherst, use a ratio-based calculation instead of a traditional yield plan to determine the number of lots. This approach was discussed but ultimately set aside as a potential future revision.
· The yield plan remains a requirement as it demonstrates developable lots.
· A review of how other communities structure their open space bylaws was suggested, but maintaining the current principles was prioritized.
· Jack and Dylan will assist in reorganizing and clarifying the procedural steps.
3. Formatting and Definition Updates
Proposed Changes:
· Change "agricultural" to "agriculture" for grammatical consistency.
· Replace negative phrasing with "to protect sensitive land such as wetlands, outcroppings, and steep slopes."
· Relocate all definitions (e.g., common driveway, flag lot) to Section 1.2 for consistency.
· Modify "soft stormwater management techniques" to "nature-based stormwater management."
· Address potential redundancies in the site plan approval process, considering whether special permit or administrative site plan review should be required for open space developments.
4. Review of Section 3 Updates
· Jane and Gabe will finalize and circulate outstanding Section 3 revisions to committee members before the next meeting.
· Members requested documents in advance to allow for efficient discussion and decision-making.
