Set in 1906 in upstate New York, the story follows resort-worker Mattie Gokey who must come to grips with the murder of a young woman at the Saranac Lake hotel where she’s employed.  It’s a powerful work of historical fiction, (part mystery, part romance), based on the actual murder case that inspired Theodore Dreiser’s An American Tragedy.  If you are 13 or older (and a fast reader), copies of the book are still available at the downstairs desk in the library.  At our November 18th discussion we’ll decide on our next book club pick for January.  Keep an eye out for our announcement of that title in early December.
